Starting towards the back of the field, Team Fram had the advantage of riding out of the pack

and choosing our own speed –we were repeatedly reminded that it “wasn’ta race”but an early

burst of speed took us past the slowest riders with ease.

With several gruelling hill climbs in the first half of the and a particularly nasty climb up a 15% hill

into Iveston a well earned snack break was enjoyed. Most of the climbing was now done and the

last 12 miles or so followed nice flat railway paths back through Lanchester to Durham which

proved easy cruising for Team Fram.

Apart from a couple of minor gear change and chain issues, the Scouts had no technical problems.

Experienced cyclist John was unlucky enough however, to get two punctures in the last couple of

miles into Durham. Despite worrying reports of rain in the weather forecast, the ride was for the

most part in glorious sunshine and some great views were enjoyed by all. Team Fram finished

together (having waited for John to repair his punctures!) in just under 4 hours.

George’s Trip to the  Jamboree  

What is a World Scout Jamboree?

A World Scout Jamboree is a gathering of over

40 000 Scouts from all over the world on one

campsite. They are held every 4 years. The last

one was held in England in 2007 and this one

was hosted by Sweden. The next Jamboree is in

2015 and is going to be hosted by the Japanese.

What did I do on the Jamboree? 

Each County across the UK are allowed to send

a group of 36 young people aged between 14 to

18 with 4 leaders. I was selected as one of the 4

leaders with the group from Durham County.

What did we do? 

Each Jamboree has a theme, and the theme of

this Jamboree was ‘SimplyScouting’which

aimed at taking us back to the roots of Scouting.

This meant that they encouraged us to do

pioneering and they even pioneered a theme

park with a functioning ferris wheel! The

programme was not only aimed for the

participants to have fun but to make them think

about the world around them.

Simply Scouting?? 

Explaining what we did is hard to do as it’san

experience that no one will ever forget, there

is a buzz in the air where ever you go and

everyone just gets on with anyone what ever

their nationality. We shared meals with other

nationalities. (Dinner with Hong Kong was

interesting as we had to use chop sticks!)

We did everything from an assault course,

problem solving, learning about charities

work, carving wooden cutlery and sharing local

traditions and festivals. The opening and

closing ceremonies are very memorable

occasions where flags are flow and every joins

together to celebrate.

One of my favourite parts was when we, for a

night, visited a local Swedish Camp, as we

were able to experience back to basic camping

in a traditional Swedish way.

We’renow all counting down the days till 2015

when we can go again! If in 2015 you will be

between 14 to 18 you could have the chance

too! (Come and ask me about it!)
